Andy Goldsworthy creates sculptures in the
landscape, using nature as the raw material
and subject of his work. He creates works
that offer the viewer a heightened experience
of the energy and patterning of the natural
world. Photographs often provide the only
lasting evidence of the artist's reworking of
nature, preserving “the optimum moment,
the moment when | had not just made the
piece, but understood the piece”.

Goldsworthy has travelled extensively in
Britain, and throughout Europe, America,
Japan, Australia and to the North Pole, allowing
the diverse landscapes to inform his work.
He has been working in photography since the
mid-1970s, but winning a North West Arts
Major Award in 1979 enabled him to have
photographs professionally printed up for
exhibition for the first time. The result was
this series of 15 colour photographs, selected
and purchased for the Arts Council England.

Local artist Barbara Love Smith has been a
sculptor since 1952. Since retiring in 1992
from teaching at Friends’ School in Lisburn,
where she was Head of Art, Barbara has been
painting seriously, as illness prevented her
from sculpting. Fortunately she has been able
to take up sculpture again recently.

For hoth her sculpture and painting Barbara
has won many awards, dating as far back as
1953 with the Ulster Arts Club award for
sculpture, to the present day with an award
for painting from the Ulster Society of Women
Artists (2004 Jonathan Newell Frame
Academy). Barbara’s work has been exhibited
in many local galleries and also in Dublin,
Scotland and the USA. This exhibition provides
an opportunity to see a large body of work
which includes drawing, painting and
sculpture, some of which are on special loan
to Island Arts Centre.
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
