Entertainments Licences will not be granted, renewed or transferred until the Council is  satisfied, 


inter alia, that there is in force a Policy of Insurance insuring the holder of the  Licence in respect 


of any liability which may be incurred by him in respect of the death of, or bodily injury to, any 

person while on or about the premises.

Footnote

A “voluntary organisation” means an organisation carrying on or proposing to carry on activities otherwise than for the purpose of gain by the organisation or individual members thereof.

NOTE

An Applicant aggrieved by a decision of the council refusing to grant an Occasional Outdoor 

Entertainments Licence, or a holder aggrieved by any term or condition on which the Occasional 
Outdoor Entertainments Licence has been granted may at any time before the expiration of 21 days from being notified appeal to the County Court having jurisdiction where the place is situated, and the decision of the Court shall be final.
