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Lisburn City Council’s Environmental Health Service, in partnership with Castelreagh Borough Council, recently hosted a Health and Safety Risk Assessment workshop in the Island Civic Centre.  The ‘Risk Assessments Made Easy’ workshop was organised as part of a Province-wide initiative by all Councils.  

The aim of the workshop was to assist those individuals, who are responsible for producing risk assessments within their workplace.  The workshop also gave those businesses who attended, the opportunity to speak to Council Officers, about the main health and safety issues relevant to their particular business.

The workshop was well attended with the delegates representing a range of premises in the Lisburn City and Castlereagh Borough Council areas including: bakeries, bingo halls, day care centres, filling stations, golf clubs, hotels, public houses and warehouses.
Alderman Paul Porter, Chairman of Lisburn City Council’s Environmental Services Committee, speaking at the workshop said: “It is the Council’s belief that risk assessments must become a greater priority within businesses, if we are to work together to improve the overall health and safety of employees, in the City area.  

“By reducing potential risks in the workplace, the overall performance of the company will benefit.  It makes sound business sense, to review and address health and safety issues.  Remember – Cut the Risk – Cut the Cost – Safety Pays!” he concluded.
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As part of the workshop the delegates with the assistance of Environmental Health Officers, completed some typical risk assessments.  Free information and risk assessment templates were provided to those who attended the event to enable them to develop and implement their own workplace risk assessments.
